This week on the Illinois Channel:
 
From the State Capitol in Springfield: Governor Pat Quinn testifies before the Senate Executive Committee on proposed government reforms and campaign financing.  This testimony is part of a longer hearing that also heard from those who say the proposed reforms are not strong enough.
 
From the State Capitol in Springfield: Rep. Jim Durkin reacts to the recent release of taped conversations between Roland Burris and Rob Blagojevich, the former governor's brother.  Recordings show they discussed campaign contributions and Burris' possible appointment to the U.S. Senate.  At issue is whether Senator Burris perjured himself in January before the House Special Committee on Impeachment when he was questioned under oath by Rep. Durkin.
 
From the Press Briefing Room at the State Capitol: Grover Norquist, President of Americans for Tax Reform, tells reporters that raising taxes in Illinois would only weaken the state's economy and lead to further wasteful spending.
 
From the State Capitol in Springfield: Sen. Pam Althoff tells us about her bill that will allow those who served as medics in the military to apply their experiences to becoming Emergency Medical Technicians.  We also hear from Carol Spizzirri of the Save a Life Foundation.
 
From the State Capitol in Springfield: Rep. Will Davis and Cindi Canary of the Illinois Campaign for Political Reform discuss the need to revive civic education in Illinois schools.  They also discuss details of a proposed "Blueprint for Civic Education."
 
From Springfield: our one-on-one conversation with Marc Miller, Director of the Illinois Department of Natural Resources.  Mr. Miller talks about his department, which has suffered drastic financial cutbacks in recent years; the state of Illinois parks; and what he sees as the top priorities for the department.
