This week on the Illinois Channel:

From the State Capitol in Springfield: Illinois senators discuss the pension reform bill that lowers benefits available to new state employees. Our coverage begins with discussion of the bill in the Senate Executive Committee. The bill came to the Committee after it passed in the House.

From Senate Chamber in the State Capitol: we hear debate on Senate Bill 1946, the pension reform bill, which lowers benefits available to new state employees and judges. Debate in the Senate came after the bill passed the House.

From the State Capitol in Springfield: we talk with Ralph Martire of the Center for Tax and Budget Accountability about where Illinois spends its money and why the state has such a large budget deficit.

From the State Capitol in Springfield: we hear from former Republican Gubernatorial candidate Adam Andrzejewski about his efforts to require the state to undertake a forensic accounting review and why he argues that this could save the state over $1 billion.
From the State Capitol in Springfield: we talk with Rob Sherman, a former legislative candidate and an atheist, who tells us about his efforts to stop state grants in the Capital Bill from going to religious organizations. We also hear about the program that pays citizens for suggestions that save the state money.
From the State Capitol in Springfield: we hear from State Representative Jim Watson who served in Iraq on projects to strengthen Iraqi democracy. We get his reaction to the recent Iraqi elections and how lessons in Iraq may apply to Afghanistan.

From the State Capitol in Springfield: we talk with supporters behind an effort to pass a tax credit for historic renovations. We hear why they say this will create jobs and restore Illinois' historic legacies.
