This week on the Illinois Channel:

From Springfield: State Representative Jim Watson tells an audience attending a State Universities Annuitants Association meeting about the policies that led to Illinois' Budget crisis. He also offers his views of what needs to change if Illinois' Budget is to return to balance.

From Cook County: we begin a series examining the issue of Juvenile Justice in Cook County. The world's first Juvenile Justice system began here in 1899. We hear from those who work with children accused of crimes, what leads some children to engage in criminal activity, and about the efforts to stop juveniles from a leading a life of crime. We begin with Mike Rohan Director of Cook County's Juvenile Justice Probation and Court Services.

From Springfield: in this encore presentation, we learn how downtown Springfield actually holds two state capitol buildings.  One is the current home of state government, but another building, known as the "Old State Capitol," once housed the entire structure of state government.  It was also in this building that Abraham Lincoln and Stephen A. Douglas began to develop their ambitions and merge their futures. Just across the street from this building, Abraham Lincoln practiced law for nine years. In this video tour, we hear the history of the buildings and learn of the men and issues that led to Illinois being called, "The Land of Lincoln."
