This week on the Illinois Channel:

From Cook County: we continue our series examining the issue of Juvenile Justice in Cook County. The world's first Juvenile Justice system began here in 1899. We hear from those who work with children accused of crimes, what leads some children to engage in criminal activity, and about the efforts to stop juveniles from a leading a life of crime. In this segment, we hear from the Honorable Curtis Heaston, Presiding Judge of the Circuit Court of Cook County's Juvenile Justice Division.
