The Macomb City Council met in a regular session on Monday, April 21, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in City Hall, 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL

WHEREAS, the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “City”) is applying to the State of Illinois for Department of Transportation Enhancement Program funding; and 
WHEREAS, it is necessary that an application be made and agreements entered into with the State of Illinois.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1, That the City of Macomb is willing and able to manage, maintain and operate the
 project.

Section 2, That the City of Macomb possesses legal authority to nominate the Transportation
Enhancement Project and to finance, acquire, and construct the proposed project; and by this assurance the sponsor authorizes the nomination of the Transportation Enhancement Project, including all understanding and assurances contained therein, and authorizes the Mayor to act in connection with the nomination and to provide such additional information as may be required.

Section 3, That the City of Macomb affirms that, if selected, the project will commence within  

 the time periods defined by the Sunset Clause and in accordance with departmental policies.

Section 4,  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.

A RESOLUTION SETTING EMPLOYEE PAY

 FOR THE 2009 FISCAL YEAR

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois (the “Council”) sets employee step increases for members of the Public works Bargaining Unit in accordance with the contract currently in effect with Teamsters Local No. 627; and 


WHEREAS, step pay schedules are also in effect for appointed, non-union employees of the City; and


WHEREAS, Union contracts with the Teamsters, as well as the Macomb Fire Fighters Organization and Macomb Fraternal Order of Police, all stipulate a three (3) percent cost of living pay increase for the 2009 fiscal year.  The cost of living increase is to be applied before any step increases are applied to the employee’s base salary.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MACOMB, MCDONOUGH COUNTY, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:



Section 1.  That approves step increases for employees within the Public Works Bargaining Unit as contained in Attachment A.


Section 2.  That in lieu of step increases for appointed, non-union employees, the Council awards $1,000 one-time bonus payments to certain non-union employees, as contained in Attachment B.



Section 3.  That all appointed, non-union employees be awarded a three (3) percent increase to their base pay levels for the 2009 fiscal year.



Section 4.  Effective Date.  This resolution shall be effective May 1, 2008 upon its passage and approval.

Alderman Senn stated the Macomb Park District and City contract will be on next week’s Committee REPORT

of the Whole meeting agenda for input and discussion.  Due to recent media developments, he read   

the following statement into the Council records:

Recently, my integrity and honesty were challenged by Park District members Bloom and Nickson.  I feel a personal response is in order leading into next Monday’s Committee of the Whole discussion about the contract.  Statements made, to say the least, were impulsive, counterproductive, unprofessional, and most definitely misrepresentative of the truth.

I have prepared a date-by-date summary of the meetings and communication that have taken place since negotiations began in early January – that I will present to the media.  Please review this summary report and come to your own conclusions.  

I will also present a more detailed account of what has transpired, to each member of the City Council, to better prepare them for next Monday’s discussion.  

Resolution of this contract issue is extremely important and all possible options should be thoroughly explored.

Since approximately $130,000 per year will be required to put a plan in place, we must consider all budget options.

I am confident that we can work together to bring this issue to a cost effective and efficient conclusion – that will best serve our community needs.
