The Committee of the Whole met on Monday January 25, 2010 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Mick Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Louis Gilbert, Mike Inman, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, and Dennis Moon. With Alderman Ed Lavin being absent.
Others Present: Mayor Mick Wisslead, City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Liz Wilhelm and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

First item for discussion was on a new Lateral Transfer (Alternate Eligibility) program for the Macomb Police District.

Chief of Police Curt Barker reported the new Lateral Transfer Program would reduce training costs and make it is easier to recruit candidates. Recruits must meet all entry level requirements and go through a condensed field training program to qualify. The candidate would receive the same compensation and benefits as a one year officer when completed. This was approved by the Fire and Police Commission. 
Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to place it on the consent agenda for the February 1 Council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried. 

Second item for discussion was on establishing a street closure policy for special events in the City of Macomb. 

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported a phone survey was conducted of other like-size communities on fees and procedures used for private events. 
East Moline has various fees for special events and it was a consensus to move forward  with incorporating some type of  fee into the policy . 
Alderman Inman moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter to move forward with the policy and bring back to Council in one year for further review, all Aldermen voting “Aye”, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried.

Third item for discussion was on setting budget committee meetings for the FY2010-2011 budget.

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported the City is ahead of schedule in preparing next years budget and recommends Council Committees begin meeting this week and be completed by the end of February. The following schedules were agreed upon.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act and b) Collective bargaining matters between the public body and it’s employees or representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees, pursuant to Sec. 2©(2) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Inman, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon, Hansen and Gilbert being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:18 p.m.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Wisslead declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 6:32 p.m.
