A RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE PREVIOUS RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE 





CONTRIBUTION OF FUNDS TO MACOMB AREA ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 





CORPORATION FOR ECONOMIC PURPOSES.



WHEREAS, Macomb Area Economic Development Corporation (MAEDCO) is the primary 



economic development organization for the City of Macomb,

WHEREAS, MAEDCO receives its funding from the City of Macomb, business organizations and 




business leaders doing business in and having a financial interest in Macomb and McDonough 




County, Illinois,




WHEREAS, MAEDCO is proposing to refinance the $375,000 unpaid balance of the debt incurred by 




MAEDCO to purchase the real estate needed to construct the Pella manufacturing plant,




WHEREAS, MAEDCO plans to refinance the $375,000 balance of the indebtedness with the 




McDonough County banks that are members of MAEDCO.

WHEREAS, the security for the bank loan to MAEDCO is the commitment by the City of Macomb to 




provide financial support to MAEDCO.





NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Macomb, 



McDonough County, Illinois as follows:

Section 1. Incorporation of Preamble. The preamble set out above is incorporated herein to the same 
extent and in the same manner as if it were set out in full verbatim, in this section.

Section 2. Authorization to Amend Agreement for Contribution of Funds to MAEDCO. The City 



of Macomb, McDonough County, Illinois is authorized to make annual contributions to MAEDCO in the 



amount of $48,737.11 to MAEDCO for a term of 10 years, beginning in 2010 and ending in 2020. This 



amended authorization replaces the existing authorization to contribute $75,000 per year to MAEDCO 



for the years 2006 through 2015.
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Section 3. Authorization to Sign MAEDCO Agreement. The City of Macomb, acting by and through the 
Mayor, is authorized to enter into written agreements between the City of Macomb to provide financial 
support to MAEDCO for economic development purposes.



Section 4. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon its passage and approval.
