Minutes of the Committee of the Whole Meeting
Monday, May 9, 2011

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, May 9, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, Illinois.

Mayor Wisslead called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon. Eight Aldermen being present and Alderman Hill being absent.

Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Kristen Petrie and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. 

There were no public comments.

First item for discussion was consideration to purchase two mowers for Oakwood Cemetery from Heritage Equipment in the amount of $12,666.80.  POWER TO ACT. 

City Administrator Dean Torreson reported the original amount budgeted to purchase mowers was 
$12, 325.00 and the amount submitted is $12, 666.80. Both mowers are John Deere riders, one will have a 48” deck and the other a 60” being purchased from Heritage Equipment Company in Macomb. 

Alderman Wynn asked if the riders are lever action or steering wheel riders. City Administrator Torreson replied steering wheel type.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to approve the purchasing of two mowers for Oakwood Cemetery from Heritage Equipment in the amount of $12, 666.80, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Second item for discussion was the budget for the City Attorney’s Office.

City Attorney Kristen Petrie reported some of the numbers are based on things you are aware of and others are based on prior year’s usage when there was a city attorney in house. Office supplies and equipment furnishings  are higher due to start up costs but will be reduced after the transition is complete. 

Alderman Dorsett asked what amount was budgeted last year for the City Attorney’s office. City Administrator Torreson replied $213,000.00 excluding any collective bargaining.

Alderman Moon asked if outside consulting fees could be incorporated into the budget. City Administrator Torreson replied yes but we would need to do some research first before incorporating into next year’s budget.

Alderman Dorsett suggested using the amount budgeted in the General Government section this year and next year incorporate a separate line item. 

	Jim Von Kannon, 1406 Maple Avenue questioned if the attorney would be in house. Mayor Inman 
	replied yes she is an in house attorney.

Third item for discussion was on residents having sufficient trash containers for their household waste.

Alderman Lobdell stated all of the information is in place and the next step would be following through with enforcement.

Alderman Koch stated how do residents receive additional trash cans?

Mayor Inman replied residents need to contact Waste Management directly. They will provide additional trash containers costing $3.00 per month and containers can be long term or short term depending on what the residents needs are.  

No further discussion on the above item.

Fourth item for discussion on the deployment of City employees to help with the flooding in Marion, Illinois.

Mayor Inman reported the City assisted in efforts by deploying City employees to help the City of Marion.  Lieutenant Derek Carle, four firefighters and a mutual aide piece of equipment were deployed to help fight the flooding. All employees have completed their duties and are currently relieved. 
	
Alderman Tim Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Dennis Moon to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) the purchase or lease of real property for the use of public body, pursuant to Sec. 2(c)(5) of the Open Meetings Act, b) pending probable litigation,  pursuant to Sec. 2 (c)(11) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn, Moon and Hansen being all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:20 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at
 5:30 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
