 Minutes of the Committee of the Whole Meeting
Monday, July 11, 2011
5:00 p.m.

The Committee of the Whole met on Monday, July 11, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, Illinois.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order. 

Members present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Tom Koch, Dave Dorsett, Tim Lobdell, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn and Dennis Moon. Nine Aldermen being present. 

Others Present: City Administrator Dean Torreson, Legal Counsel Kristen Petrie and Deputy City Clerk Corrina Wells. City Treasurer Ron Ward being absent.

Christie Davis, 1002 West Carroll Street #4 stated Congressman Bobby Schilling will host a town hall meeting at 4:30 p.m., Saturday, July 16 in the City Hall Community Room. 
	
First item for discussion was on an ordinance to create a special event liquor license for the McDonough County United Way Power of the Purse Event.

No further discussion on the above item.

Second item for discussion was on “draft” policy for change orders for City of Macomb projects.

Alderman Lobdell suggested changing the language to “shall notify” instead of “will make every effort to notify” in paragraphs one and two of the policy.

Alderman Dorsett wanted to know what the dollar amount was for authorization on the procurement policy. City Administrator Torreson replied $5,000.00 according to the policy adopted a few years back but the ordinance states $3,000.00.

Alderman Koch stated he was elected to make decisions and vote on items brought to Council and would like to see the amount be changed to less than $2,000.00 when authorizing change orders. 

Alderman Dorsett stated the ordinance and policy amounts do not match and suggests clearing up what amount we are to use. 

Alderman Lobdell concurs with Alderman Dorsett and spoke in favor of allowing the City Administrator to make executive decisions on change orders at times without council’s approval.

It was a consensus of the Council to amend the policy regarding the approval of change orders for construction projects to $5,000.00 allowing the City Administrator to make decisions not exceeding this amount without Councils approval.

Alderman Hinderliter moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to amend the policy on change orders in paragraph one and two to state “shall notify” and strike “will make every effort to” and modify the numbers in the  procurement policy to $5,000.00, all Aldermen voted “Aye” by voice vote and Alderman Koch voted “Nay”, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.

Third item for discussion was on a downtown façade improvement forgivable loan to Sylvia Runkle, 112 West Jackson Street in the amount of $11,609.50.
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Community Coordinator Ed Basch stated the correct amount should be $11,550.00 since the Community Development Committee decided to accept the middle bid for the brick work.

Alderman Dorsett wanted to know if the two neighboring properties were going to be cleaned up.

Community Development Coordinator Ed Basch stated both parties have agreed to take care of this as part of the project.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon to approve the amount of $11,550.00 on the above item and place on the consent agenda for Monday, July 18 Council meeting, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 

Fourth item for discussion was on quotes received for two new F-150 trucks for Public Works.

Alderman Dorsett asked if we were purchasing one or two trucks. City Administrator Dean Torreson replied one at this time and one in the future, possibly for the water division. Morrow Brothers Ford bid $16,725 and Woodrum Automotive bid $16,925, both quotes are for the same specifications/options and would replace the 1992 Ford Ranger.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Koch to approve Woodrums bid at $16,925.00 to purchase one Ford F-150 pickup and place on the consent agenda for Monday, July 18 Council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 

Fifth item for discussion was on a “Statement of Qualifications for Engineering Services” on the Macomb Water Tower Maintenance project.

Alderman Moon reported the Public Works Committee met and reviewed the RFQ’s submitted and the Committee recommends McClure Engineering. The next step is to negotiate with McClure’s on pricing before bringing back to Council.

No further discussion on the above item.

Sixth item for discussion was on Executive Session minutes that need to remain closed.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to place the above item on the consent agenda for Monday, July 18 Council meeting, all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried. 

Mayor Inman stated the Illinois Supreme Court overturned a lower court’s ruling today passing a Capital Bill allowing projects which were on hold to move forward, the Performing Arts Center and the Northwest Bypass. 

Mayor Inman stated a water main break on the 700 block of North McArthur has been fixed and IEMA reimbursed the City in the amount of $43,500 for clean up during the ice storm this past February.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn into executive session for the purpose of a) Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec. 2 (c) (1) of the Open Meetings Act and b) purchase or lease of real property for the use of public body, pursuant to Sec. 2©(5) of the Open Meetings Act, on question being put, Aldermen Hansen, Hill, Gilbert, Koch, Dorsett, Lobdell, Hinderliter, Wynn and Moon being 
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all Aldermen voting “Aye” on roll call and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into executive session at 5:13 p.m.

Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Dorsett to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 6:10 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Wynn to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
