MINUTES OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
MONDAY, DECEMBER 12, 2011
5:00 P.M.

The Committee of the Whole of the Macomb City Council met on Monday, December 12, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall at 232 East Jackson Street, Macomb, IL.

Mayor Inman called the meeting to order.

Roll call was taken and the following were present: Ryan Hansen, Kay Hill, Louis Gilbert, Dave Dorsett, Clay Hinderliter, Donald Wynn, Tim Lobdell, and Dennis Moon.  Alderman Tom Koch, City Attorney Kristen Petrie, and Treasurer Ronald Ward were absent.   

Others present: Mayor Mike Inman, Deputy City Clerk Renee Lotz, City Administrator Dean Torreson. 

James VonKannon, 1406 Maple Avenue, asked for the definition of the word “abate”.

CA Torreson explained General Obligation Bonds and how they are fulfilled.  

First item of discussion was on the proposed sculpture for West Jackson green space.  

A presentation was given by WIU art department’s Charles Wright and Duke Oursler.  A model design of the sculpture was shown to the council.  The approximate size of the sculpture will be 17’ tall, constructed of stainless steel, and will have lighting at the base.  The estimated cost to the City would be $20,000 for the sculpture.  The electrical and foundation work will also have to be added to the cost.  

Alderman Moon asked where the monies originated from.  CA Torreson explained that it was grant monies.  Alderman Moon then asked if this was appropriate usage of spending grant monies.  CA Torreson said yes.  

Alderman Dorsett stated he would rather see us pay for the foundation and electrical work with the monies remaining ($20,000), and then ask the Rotary Club to contribute the additional monies needed to make up the cost for the sculpture.  Dave Thompson, representative of the Rotary Club indicated they would be willing.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to be placed on agenda for Monday December 19, 2011, all Aldermen being present, voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, the Mayor declared the motion carried.

The second item of discussion was on vacating a portion of land next to the property owned by Robin Myers at 733 N. Edwards St.  

Ms. Myers was present to address the council with her desire to see the City vacate the property on Groome St. that she uses for a driveway into her property.  She stated in brief the neighbors who were in agreement and those opposed.  

Alderman Moon explained to Ms.Myers that if the City does in fact vacate this property it would be shared with her neighbor Mr.Miller, and he would have the right to deny her any access to driving on his portion of it, should the City decide to vacate it.

The Mayor explained to Ms.Myers that she needed to file a petition with the City Clerk’s Office, stating her request in writing so it could be taken to council to be voted on.

The third item of discussion was on the CMOM Plan. 
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A condensed presentation was given by Benton and Associates with a power point explaining the assessment.  There was no discussion on this issue.  The Council had power to act

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon, to adopt the CMOM plan as presented, on question being put,  Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Hansen, Dorsett, Lobdell, Wynn, Hinderliter, and Moon, being all Aldermen  voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The fourth item of discussion was on engineering services amendment with Benton and Associates, for the membrane filtration improvements project.  

John Calise from Benton and Associates explained the additional cost of engineering fees ($39,099.00) that pertain to the construction phase and also an additional ($19,620.00), for the design and permitting.  

James VonKannon, 1406 Maple Avenue, questioned if these items were in original contract amount.  Mr. Calise explained that they were not because of having to move the membrane building from the original plan, the south side, to the north side because of post filter chemical feeds, and flow issues.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Hinderliter, to accept the addendum as presented, and place on the agenda for Monday December 19, 2011, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, and Mayor Inman declared the motion carried.  

The fifth item of discussion was on the Spring Lake Park intergovernmental agreement.  

CA Torreson explained the agreement is a two year term at $75,000.00 per year.  There is a provision to consider any unforeseen additional, operation and maintenance expenses.  There is a process within the provision, set forth that must be adhered to, which would go before Parks Committee and then City Council for approval.   Also the two parties are to meet together to decide on any repairs, or capital improvements prior to the budget being drafted for presentation.  

Law enforcement issues would be addressed through their own personnel, with any additional backup by City Police, only if necessary.

Insurance coverage is 1 Million General Liability, 3 Million Aggregate   

Alderman Wynn stated that both parties have agreed this is good for both parties and the committee would recommend it.  They have gone over every situation that they felt could possibly happen, and believe this covers them.  

Alderman Lobdell stated his concerns were with the conflict we would have with their rules, in specific, their camping areas, and long term health of the trees.  Mayor Inman explained it is part of the overall maintenance plan, and they want to work with us to build out other camping areas in the future, to remedy the compaction issues and the health of the trees.

There being no further discussion, this will be placed on agenda for Monday, December 19, 2011 council meeting.

The sixth item of discussion was on the quotes received for security/fire alarms for various city buildings.  

CA Torreson presented a spread sheet on the quotes received by ADT, and F.E. Moran companies.  The reason for bidding fire alarms is that ADT no longer will be hard wired in to the 911 system beginning January 2012.  The City had been receiving free service from ADT because of its exclusive contract with the 911 Board.  
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The General Government Committee met and reviewed the quotes and was in favor of the F.E. Moran company quote because of lower monthly payments.   The system works when an alarm is triggered by means of a phone system, it is transferred to a remote location, and then 911 center is notified to dispatch emergency services.  

There are quotes for fire alarms only for the following buildings; City Hall, Fire Station #1, Fire Station #2.
Security and Fire for the following buildings; Public Works, Museum (has already signed and paid for their own system through Oberlander).

Alderman Dorsett stated the high cost of set up for the Public Works building would possibly be the reason for the continuation of not having it in place.

Alderman Lobdell asked if the Public Works building could possibly be alarmed in portions.  

Mayor Inman stated that a bulk of the set up fee is the security portion of the alarm system, with the fire portion being the lesser amount.  He also stated that there is a deadline for the end of the month that we are trying to meet.  Mayor Inman asked if the council wished for CA Torreson to further the breakdown between the costs of fire and security portions for the Monday night council meeting.

Alderman Lobdell stated that is not necessary, but could F.E. Moran possibly quote an addendum to consider the rest of the work for the Public Works building when they are ready to move forward. 

CA Torreson stated it could be done.   Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting.

The seventh item of discussion was on the ordinance to amend Chapter 2 of the Municipal Code of Macomb, IL to redefine the ward boundaries.

There was no discussion, and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting.

The eighth item of discussion was on an ordinance to designate a local historical landmark.

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting. 

The ninth item of discussion was on an ordinance to create a Class A Liquor license for Freak, Inc. dba The Ritz.

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on the agenda for a second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting. 

The tenth item of discussion was on an ordinance to amend Appendix A, “Use Matrix” to eliminate Specified B-3 Zoning District Special Uses.

There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting.

The eleventh item of discussion was on an ordinance to provide for the levy and collection of taxes for the year 2011, payable 2012 for the City of Macomb, McDonough County, IL.
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There was no discussion and Mayor Inman stated it would be placed on agenda for second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting.

Alderman Lobdell did comment that in the future he would like to see the meeting minutes reflect the exact dollar amount of taxes in writing.
The twelfth item of discussion was on an ordinance to abate the direct annual tax levied for 2011 to pay the annual debt service on $3,500,000 in General Obligation Bonds (Waterworks Alternate Revenue Source), Series 2008A, $1,350,000 in General Obligation Bonds, (Early Retirement Incentive Pension Obligation), Series 2008B and also to abate one half of ($68,560) of the direct annual tax levied for 2011
To pay the annual debt service of $1,500,000 in Public Building Revenue Bonds, Series 1996, of the Macomb Public Building Commission, in McDonough County.

There was no discussion, and Mayor Inman stated that it would be placed on agenda for second reading at the Monday, December 19, 2011 City Council meeting.

Alderman Lobdell moved, seconded by Alderman Moon, to adjourn into Executive Session for a) Setting a price for sale or lease of property owned by the public body, pursuant to Sec.2(c)(6) of the Open Meetings Act and b) Appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of an employee of the public body or legal counsel for the public body, pursuant to Sec.2(c)(1) of the Open Meetings Act., Aldermen Hill, Gilbert, Hansen, Dorsett, Lobdell, Wynn, and Moon, being all Aldermen voting “Aye” and no “Nay” votes,  Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned into Executive Session at 6:11 p.m.

Alderman Dorsett moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell, to adjourn back into Open Session, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned back into Open Session at 6:47 p.m.

There being no further business, Alderman Moon moved, seconded by Alderman Lobdell to adjourn, all Aldermen voted “Aye” and no “Nay” votes, Mayor Inman declared the motion carried and they adjourned at 6:49 p.m.
